Note l: 
 
This is a suggested form of wording and may need to be adapted by the testator’s legal 
adviser to suit individual circumstances.

Note 2: 
 
The charitable funds of the Board are principally used for providing and maintaining homes 
for retired clergy of the Church of England and the spouses and the widows or widowers of 
clergy who have died in retirement or while still in service.  They are also used for making 
similar provision for retired licensed lay workers and their widows or widowers. 
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
